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Diving bell atmosphere contamination can occur from vapors given off by contaminants, i.e. hydrocarbons, that might be carried on dive suits, umbilical lines, etc.

If a change of atmosphere or possible contamination occurs, the following shall be done:
· Divers must use breathing bibs that are provided inside of bell

· The problem should immediately be reported to the supervisor on shift
· A new and detailed hazard identification should be done with required steps to mitigate and / or eliminate the problem(s)
· Remove all possible contaminated equipment to outside of the bell
· Prior to removing bibs, bell must be flushed with three (3) volumes of gas
· Bibs shall be removed by only one (1) diver to confirm a breathable atmosphere.  This diver will be tethered to the inside of the bell
· Following confirmation of breathable atmosphere, second bib may be removed
